Since the Holiday months are when most people make
their donations, we are asking that you remember the

animals in your gift giving this year.

We are a privately funded non -profit organization

which means that we rely on donations and fundrais-
ers to cover our operational costs (we are not tax supported).

Our work doesn't just involve taking in an animal and then adopting it out.
Preparing an animal for adoption involves making sure the dog or cat is
spayed or neutered, tested for heartworm or FeLV and FIV, vaccinated,
wormed and microchipped. With the exception of the spaying and neutering,

our volunteers are now doing the other procedures in

-house.

We have many of the same expenses as homeowners and businesses such as
utilities (we use huge amounts of water for kennel cleaning), building mainte-
nance and repairs, property and vehicle insurance. In addition to those ex-
penses, we have bills for veterinarian care, medical supplies and tests, medi-

cations and microchips.

We thank you for your past support and need your continued support to pro-
vide for the needs of the animals that are cared for at The Pet Adoption Cen-
ter. Your contributions are very much appreciated.
